Did you hear what happened at the February Town Board meeting?
Town Board Agenda-You may recall at the November 10 Town Board meeting, a resolution to provide the community and the town board with the town boards agenda 5 days in advance to include items that will be discussed and voted on was approved by majority vote. Having the agenda five days in advance allows each town board member the opportunity to complete due diligence, investigate the facts and circumstances and be fully informed on matters that require discussion and vote. Unfortunately, it was noted again at the February meeting that Supervisor Stern is not adhering to the procedural matters approved by the town board and bringing up issues that the board was not aware and had no opportunity to review or discuss previously.
Volunteer Recognition-Councilmen D’Agostino, Dewhirst and Flynn would like to work on a way to recognize our town’s volunteers. Including the volunteer Firemen and women, EMS, volunteers on our committee’s and other’s who volunteer for the town. The Town Board agreed this is a worthwhile project.
Procurement Policy-Councilwoman Johanna Shaffer began again to work on a procurement policy which has been in the works for some time. Renewed importance of a procurement policy was again brought up when Councilmen D’Agostino, Dewhirst and Flynn were reviewing the bills, they noticed the town paid over $1,400 in only a few months to fix one computer. This indicated a policy and procedure must be implemented to prevent this wasteful spending from recurring.
Town Website-Councilman Mark D’Agostino was approved as the town’s website administrator. After a contentious discussion and a request from Councilman Mark D’Agostino that divisive partisan politics be put aside to get information out on the towns website which will benefit the town, sadly Virginia Stern and Johanna Shaffer continued to disapprove and voted against Councilman D’Agostino administering the towns website. None the less Councilman D’Agostino was approved as the website administrator thanks to Councilmen Dewhirst and Flynn. Because of their previous support and votes, all our town committee’s now have the ability to update information specific to their committee’s, information on the towns master plan is noted, town businesses will be listed and the town board video’s are also on the website. Waste Oil-A motion was made to provide the Stanford community with free disposal of waste oil, antifreeze and oil filters. Vaz-Co will provide free 55 gal drums, free pick up and disposal every 7-10 days and will be responsible and liable for any spills. The town will simply have to set up the service at the transfer station. It costs the taxpayers nothing. Thanks to Councilmen D’Agostino, Flynn and Dewhirst for their efforts. The Town Board passed the motion unanimously.
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
