Did you hear what happened at your June Town Board meeting?
Proposed law-Pass another law for parking?????…Supervisor Virginia Stern said “no one is proposing a local law yet, it was done by our town attorney…It was submitted by our town attorney”. Well, who asked the town attorney to draw up another local law? Councilwoman Johanna Shaffer “This ordinance is …..part of the picture”. The issue was raised as to why Supervisor Virginia Stern in May 2011 mentioned a letter from the American Legion and again in June 2011 mentioned a letter from the American Legion and why is Supervisor Stern drawing the American Legion into a local issue when in fact the American Legion wrote a letter indicating it did not authorize any letters on its behalf and does not get involved in local politics.

Yet Another Proposed Law (watch the videotape www.townofstanford.org) Supervisor Virginia Stern “I am not proposing a new law but proposing guidelines…we should expand the committee to deal with noise” “The town board should look at the problem of noise, its good to have guidelines and rules of some sort just like traffic and zoning laws do…I think the town board should look into it.” Councilwoman Johanna Shaffer “We should look to see what other towns do and present it to the public”. Councilman Tom Dewhirst “Does there always have to be a law or a rule?” Said the town attorney “The town board should not formulate a committee to mediate disputes.” Councilman Mark D’Agostino “It sounds like the end result is regulation”, to which Councilman Chris Flynn concurred.
AFLAC-Supervisor Virginia Stern proposes to offer benefits to part time employees. Councilman D’Agostino and Dewhirst noted at a time when people are losing their jobs why would the town increase benefits to certain town employees and increased costs to the taxpayers? And especially to benefit only one part time employee? (Only one part time employee signed up for the program). 
Highway Garage—Supervisor Stern motioned “to increase the capital projects fund for the new highway garage to two and one half million dollars, ($2,500,000.00) Vote-Supervisor Virginia Stern-yes, Councilwoman Johanna Shaffer-yes, Councilmen Mark D’Agostino, Tom Dewhirst and Chris Flynn-no. Said Chris Flynn “we talked about value engineering and we can get this project down below $2,000,000.00 and any changes must be authorized by the town board”
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
